Dear Parent/Guardian,

Next summers annual week's camp will be held as part of Peak 2010.   The Peak camps are large International Scout and Guide camps held every 5 years in the grounds of Chatsworth House. They are enjoyed by the approximately 6000 young people from the United Kingdom and overseas who attend.

The camp is an excellent opportunity for the Scouts to mix with other Scouts and Guides from around the world and to join with them in fun, friendship and adventure.   The camp offers a wide range of activities for example climbing, abseiling, canoeing, mountain biking, sailing, walking and craft activities as well as camp-wide entertainment's such as competitions and displays.   In addition the Troop will run its own activities, if necessary, to ensure that the Scouts will always be involved in something.

Cubs are being moved up to Scouts early so that as many young people in the Group as possible have the chance to attend this fantastic event.

The Scouts from the Troop who have attended Peak camps in the past have thoroughly enjoyed them.   Many have made lasting friendships with visitors form overseas and a number have taken part in the exchange trips that the District runs with our main groups of overseas visitors from the United States of America.   The camps do offer a unique camping experience that occurs only once during a young person time in the Scout Troop. 

The Belper District, and I hope the Troop, will be hosting groups of American Scouts, from Washington DC and St Joseph Missouri, for a few days both before and after Peak 2010 and a number of these American Scouts will be camping with the Troop during Peak. 

Full details about the hosting of the American Scouts will be given to all Scouts in the autumn.   However if you are interested in hosting one, or more, of the American Scouts please indicate on the attached reply slip.

I will have to book places at Peak 2010, with a non-returnable deposit of £55 in September 2009.   Places overall at Peak 2010 will be limited and will be filled on a first come first served basis: it is important therefore that we do book places promptly.   I will not be able to increase numbers for Peak 2010 after the initial booking.

The basic cost of Peak 2010 will be about £210 to £220.   This cost excludes transport, as we will expect parents/guardians to transport their Scouts to and from camp.   In addition to the basic cost Scouts will be able to purchase a number of "souvenirs" such as T-shirts and sweatshirts with the camp logo at an additional cost.   The balance of the camp fees are likely to be payable in two instalments the first in spring and the second about a month before camp.

To provide parents and young people with more information about Peak 2010, there will be a presentation evening at the Scout Hut on Wednesday 15th July from 7.30pm.  We will try to answer any questions or concerns that you may have.  
If you would like to attend Peak 2010, then please complete the attached form and return with a non-refundable deposit of £55 payable to ‘1st Duffield Scouts’.  All slips and deposits must be returned by Friday 24th July.  I will not be able to increase numbers after the initial application is submitted in September.
