Gradbach Camp 22nd – 24th January 2010

This letter contains the final arrangements for the camp at Gradbach and also a kit list and directions to the site.  We will be sleeping and dining indoors in relative comfort, however it can get cold and we will be doing activities outside. 

Date:  Friday 22nd January – Sunday 24th January 

Arrival time:  Friday 6.30pm 

Departure time:  Sunday 4pm 

It is important that the kit list is followed closely for the safety and comfort of the Scouts whilst staying on site and whilst out doing activities.  Failure to bring the correct equipment may result in the Scout not participating in activities for their own safety.

· Sleeping bag (mummy style 2/3 seasons)

· Karri mat (girls only)

· Waterproof jacket AND trousers

· Pair of clean dry trainers (for wearing indoors)

· Walking boots and thick socks

· Warm hat and gloves

· Wash bag and towel

· Complete change of clothing x2

· Spare jumpers and/or fleece jackets

· Torch and spare batteries

· Day sack (approx 25litres)

· Survival bag (available from all outdoor shops) and whistle

· Flask/water bottle (approx 1 litre) 

· Carrier bags for wet/dirty clothing

· Small cake (to be handed in at the start of camp)

Plate, bowl and cutlery are not required, as these will be provided centrally.  

As with all camps we expect the Scouts to arrive and leave in their uniform shirts and neckers.  

On the Saturday we will be going out for a walk in some of the finest parts of the Peak District.  Jeans and wellies are not suitable for walking in and will not be permitted.

Please do not bring mobile phones or games machines (i.e. DS lite’s or PSP’s).  There are lots of us living in close proximity and we do not want expensive items getting damaged or lost.  As per usual, spray type deodorants are not allowed on camp.  

If your son/daughter is taking any medication that needs to be administered during the weekend please hand it in to the Leaders on arrival in a clearly marked bag with dosage instructions. Directions to Gradbach Scout Camp

Gradbach is located at map reference (OS White Peak map) SJ 994659.

The full postal address is: Peter Watson Camp Site, Old Hall Farm, Gradbach, Quarnford, Staffordshire, SK17 0SU

1. Follow the A6 to Allestree

2. Right onto A38 to Markeaton Park (signed Buxton)

3. Right onto A52 to Ashbourne

4. Follow A52 via Ashbourne bypass (signed Stoke/Leek)

5. After 5 miles keep straight ahead on A523 to Leek (A52 turns left)

6. In Leek, before reaching the centre, turn right onto A53 towards Buxton.

7. You will come to a ‘T’ junction where you need to turn left and continue on the A53 (Buxton).

8. After 5 miles turn left at a cross roads by a telephone box (signed Allgreave or Gradbach?).  [On the A53 you pass an army depot and firing range on the right and the Roaches on the left].

9. Follow the “main” road for 2.5 miles, around various bends and past 3-4 junctions until you reach a ‘T’ junction at the bottom of a hill just over a small bridge.

10. Turn left and then keep left as the road divides after about 300-400 yards.

11. Follow the small single-track road for about 0.5 miles, past a car park and track to the YHA, both on the right, until the end.

12. Gradbach Scout Camp and Farmhouse are the buildings just down on the right.
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If you are unsure about finding your way there please speak to a Leader or contact me so we can provide you with more detailed instructions – don’t leave it till the day of the camp!
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
